Galatians 3:19

Main Points

1. The author of Hebrews is writing to a group of people who were believing that
what you have been freed from is greater than what you have been freed to!

2. What are you worshiping? What is monopolizing your attention and influencing

your actions? What is taking precedent over Jesus? Is it comfort? Is it a pursuit of

success that isn't rooted in faithfulness to God? Whatever it is, it’s not better than

Jesus!

Jesus’ work on the cross is better than the Law.

4. To avoid falling into the trap of drifting away and looking favorably at the life the
Lord has freed us from we must commit our minds and lives to the person and
work of Christ.

Bottom Line
